INTRODUCTION      

The County of Catawba is requesting proposals from qualified firms or individuals for a Time and Materials Contract for Emergency Roadway Debris Clearance related to a disaster.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

2.1
Submit three (3) copies, marked “#05-1016 Emergency Roadway Debris Clearance or Man Made Disaster- Catawba County”.  Proposals will be received no later than 5:00p.m, Thursday, January 13, 2005, at the Office of the Purchasing Agent, Catawba County, 100-A Southwest Blvd., PO Box 389, Newton, North Carolina 28658.   Proposals must be submitted by the date and time stated or they will remain unopened.  No allowance will be made for postmark or error in delivery to incorrect address.  It is the responsibility of the offeror to ensure timely and correct delivery of proposal.  .

2.2
Nothing herein is intended to exclude any responsibilities or in any way restrain or restrict competition.  All responsible firms/individuals are encouraged to submit proposals.  The County of Catawba reserves the right to waive any formalities, to reject any and/or all proposals, and to accept any proposal which in its opinion may be in the best interest of the County.

2.3
Contractors are to submit written proposals which present the contractor’s qualifications and understanding of the work to be performed.  The contractor’s proposal should be prepared simply and economically and should provide all the information which it considers pertinent to its qualifications for the project and which respond to the Scope of Services contained herein.  Emphasis should be placed on completeness of services offered and clarity of content.

Minority Bidders:  The County of Catawba encourages all businesses, including minority, women owned businesses to respond to all bids or proposals.

2.5
Catawba County is not liable for any cost incurred prior to the execution of the contract.

2.6
Termination:  It shall be the sole right of the County to terminate any contract resulting from this RFP, in whole or in part, when it is in the best interest of the County of Catawba,  or for noncompliance with the contract requirements.

2.7
Insurance:  The Contractor shall purchase and maintain in force, at his own expense, such insurance as will protect him and the County, to include professional liability (E&O), from claims which may arise out of or result from the Contractor’s execution of the work, whether such execution be by himself, his employees, agents, subcontractors, or by anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable.  The insurance coverage shall be such as to fully protect the Owner, and the general public from any and all claims for injury and damage resulting by any actions of the part of the Contractor or his forces as enumerated above.


The Contractor shall furnish a copy of an original Certificate of Insurance, naming the County of Catawba as an additional insured.  Should any of the policies be canceled before the expiration date, the issuing company will provide by mail thirty (30) days written notice to the certificate holder.  This contractor shall furnish insurance in satisfactory limits, and on forms and of companies which are acceptable to Catawba County and shall require and show evidence of insurance coverage on behalf of any subcontractors (if applicable), before entering any agreement to sublet any part of the work to be completed under this contract.

Catawba County may request firms to make an oral presentation of their proposal.

2.9
During the performance of the contract, the contractor agrees as follows;

· will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, sex, sexual orientation or national origin, except where religion, sex, or national origin is a bona fide occupational qualification reasonably necessary to the normal operation of the contractor. SELECTION PROCESS/EVALUATION FACTORS
3.1
The County will use the selection process below to compare and weigh the various proposals submitted.  Contractors are expected to provide sufficient information in their responses to allow complete evaluation to occur based on the criteria included in this RFP. 

a.
Ability to Perform:  The ability, capacity, and skill, of the firm to perform the contract or provide the services required at reasonable costs.

b.
Management Capabilities:  Ability to manage several projects simultaneously. 

c.
Timeliness:  Time frame in which the service can be provided without undue delay or interference.

d.
Experience:  Overall level of experience on small as well as larger projects and past performance of previous contracts or services on similar areas. 

e.
Strength of Proposal Overall.  Overall quality of proposal submitted by firm in specifically addressing the County’s RFP basic approach and understanding of its objectives.

f.
References: Satisfaction of former clients in relation to work of this type, timeliness, diligence and the ability to meet schedule.  Proposals must include a list of three (3) clients for whom similar projects have been performed, including contact person, address, telephone, fax number and e-mail address, if applicable.

g. If the County determines that interviews are necessary to make the selection, they will be scheduled with the contractors and held at the Government Center, 100-A Southwest Blvd. Newton, North Carolina 28656.

h.   During the review process, the County may request additional financial    information from all contractors.

i.
Catawba County shall select the firm submitting the best overall proposal on terms which are considered to be fair and reasonable to the County.

BASIS FOR AWARD

4.1
Information and/or factors gathered during interviews, negotiations and any reference checks, in addition to the selection criteria stated in the RFP, and any other information or factors deemed relevant by the County, shall be utilized in the final award.

5.

NOTICE OF AWARD 
5.1
The successful contractor will be notified of acceptance of its Proposal by a written Notice of Award of contract.  Successful contractor shall not undertake any work, and the County will not be responsible for payment for any work whatsoever undertaken by successful contractor prior to issuance of the Notice to Proceed.

5.2
The successful contractor shall be required to execute a formal contract within five (5) business days after the issuance of a Notice of Award.  Said contract shall be virtually identical in substance and form to the contract which is attached and marked “Emergency Roadway Debris Clearance Agreement”.  Failure or refusal to sign contract shall be grounds for the County to revoke any Notice of Award which has been issued, forfeit bid security, and award the contract to another Contractor.

NOTICE TO PROCEED

 
A Notice to Proceed will be issued only after the successful contractor has executed the contract and has submitted acceptable Insurance Certificate(s) and Endorsement(s) and Performance Bond(s) and Labor and Material Payment Bond)s) to the County, as well as other submittals specified herein as required to be delivered before the Notice to Proceed is issued.


The successful contractor shall not deliver any equipment to the work site or commence work until it has received a written Notice to Proceed from the Emergency Management Staff.

PERMITS AND LICENSES

7.1
Permits shall be acquired and paid for by the successful contractor (i.e. said cost should be included in the proposed price.

7.2
If required, prior to execution of a contract, the successful contractor will be required to provide a copy of its current applicable contractor’s license issued by the State of North Carolina and the County of Catawba, including those subcontractors subject to licensing which may be required.

7.3
Both contractor and subcontractor are responsible at all times for obtaining applicable licenses to include but not limited to appropriate Business Licenses.

SUBCONTRACTORS

8.1
If any subcontractors will be used for this project, the successful contractor shall provide to the Purchasing Agent list of names of any of the intended subcontractors, the subcontractor’s applicable license number(s), and a description of the work to be done by each subcontractor, if requested.  The successful contractor will be responsible for all services performed by a subcontractor and if at any time, the County determines that a subcontractor is incompetent or undesirable, the County shall notify the successful Offeror accordingly, and the successful contractor shall take immediate steps for cancellation of the subcontract and replacement.  It shall be the contractor’s responsibility to ensure that all terms required in the attached Contract are incorporated into all subcontracts.

INDEMNIFICATION

The Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the County, its agents and employees from and against all actions, liability, claims, suits, damages, cost of expenses of any kind which may be brought or made against the County on which the County must pay and incur by reason of or in any way resulting from injury, loss or damage to persons or property resulting from gross negligence by the Contractor in the performance of its obligations or the intentional failure to perform under the terms of this Contract.

Concept:  The Contractor should present his concept of the project which should demonstrate the contractor’s understanding of the Owner’s goals and the project.

Experience:  Provide past experience and record or reputation in providing the clean-up services requested, in particular with FEMA monitored disasters.

Personnel:  Provide a list of the type and number of personnel that will be committed to the County for “Emergency Roadway Debris Clearance”.


d.
Insurance:  Certificate outlining limits of professional liability insurance


e.
Proximity:  Provide proximity of workforce and equipment to Catawba County, Newton, North Carolina.


f.
Provide a list of type and amount of equipment committed for this agreement.


g.
Provide hourly cost on the form provided for personnel and equipment.


h.
Provide a list of the equipment and manpower that you are going to provide in your bid.

11.
PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT BONDS 
The successful contractor shall provide Performance and Payment Bonds in the following amounts no later than at the time of Notice to Proceed.

Payment Bond:

100% of the total amount of the Contract.

Performance Bond:
100% of the total amount of the Contract.

The aforesaid Payment and Performance Bonds must be issued by a corporate surety registered and authorized to do business in North Carolina and must be countered-signed by licensed, authorized North Carolina Agent.

The Payment Bond and Performance Bond may be submitted by facsimile transmittal preceding the execution of the contract, however, the original documents must be received within one (1) business day after receipt of the faxed copy.

The time to be covered by the Performance Bond shall commence on the date of execution of the contract and terminate upon final payment to the contractor by County.  

The time to be covered by the Payment Bond shall commence on the date of execution of the contract and terminate twelve (12) months after the date of final acceptance of the work by the county.

TIME AND MATERIAL CONTRACT FOR

EMERGENCY ROADWAY DEBRIS CLEARANCE

RELATED TO A DISASTER

CATAWBA COUNTY

NEWTON, NORTH CAROLINA
The County of Catawba is geographically located as such that there is a high possibility of being affected by a disaster.  The County Staff is preparing for that possibility.  In the case of an event, one of the primary concerns will be the “clean-up “ of debris.  The County desires to have such an agreement with private contractor(s) established prior to a natural disaster affecting the area.  This agreement will provide for emergency roadway debris clearance that can be readily activated if an emergency arises.  This agreement will allow clean-up to begin almost immediately after the occurrence of a disaster.

Scope of Services
The scope of services for this proposal is for  “Emergency Roadway Debris Clearance”.  FEMA has in the past allowed up to 70 hours of actual working hours to pay for personnel and equipment to clear major roadways immediately after the occurrence of a natural disaster.

Roadway debris will be moved to the side of the road to provide access into critical facilities.  No attempt will be made to remove or dispose of the debris, only to provide clear access routes to allow for movement of emergency vehicles, law enforcement, resumption of critical services and damage assessment of critical public facilities and utilities.

This agreement will be a time and material contract.  Catawba County Emergency Management  staff will oversee and monitor the work. Contractor may be required to provide services anywhere within the Catawba County boundaries.  Services will only be provided in the area where directed by the County.  

The Contractor shall be required to commence performance within twenty-four (24) hours from the issuance of the Notice to Proceed.


Award
In an effort to be as responsive as possible to the needs of County residents, the County may enter into agreements with one or more respondents to this RFP.  If more than one Agreement is awarded, the County will identify a primary and secondary contractor and possibly more.

SCOPE OF WORK

1.0
GENERAL
A.  
The purpose of this Contract is to provide debris clearance assistance to the County of Catawba, Newton, North Carolina after being declared a disaster area.

2.0 
SERVICES

A.
The Contractor shall provide specified equipment, with operators and laborers, for debris clearance.  The Contractor shall provide all labor and materials necessary to fully operate and maintain (including fuel, oil, grease and repairs) equipment used.

B.
The Contractor shall provide the crews up to seventy (70) hours, or until the scope of work is achieved, whichever is sooner, of actual emergency debris clearance work and will be terminated once the maximum seventy (70) hours are reached.

C.
All hourly equipment rates include the cost of the operator, supervision, maintenance, fuel, repairs, overhead, profit, insurance, and any other costs associated with the equipment and personnel.

D.
All hourly manpower rates include the cost of protective clothing, fringe benefits, hand tools, supervision, transportation and any other costs.

E.
The Contractor shall not move from one designated work area to another designated work area without prior approval from the County Emergency Management staff.

F.
The Contractor shall conduct the work so as not to interfere with the disaster response and recovery activities of Federal, State, tribal and local governments or agencies, or of any public utilities.

G.
The Contractor shall comply with local, tribal, State and Federal Safety and Health Requirements.

3.
PERFORMANCE SCHEDULE
A.
The Contractor shall commence mobilization immediately upon award of the contract and designation of work areas by the Emergency Services Staff and will commence debris removal operations within 24 hours of Notice to Proceed.

B.  
The Contractor shall work during daylight hours (dawn to dusk) seven days per week.

4.
EQUIPMENT
A.
The contractor shall provide a list of the type and amount of equipment for all tasks.  Safety of the Contractor’s personnel and equipment is the responsibility of the Contractor.  Additionally, the Contractor shall pay for all materials, personnel, taxes and fees necessary to perform under the terms of this contract.

B.
All equipment must be in compliance with all applicable Federal, State, tribal and local rules and regulations.  Equipment designated for use under this contract shall not be used for any other work during the working hours of this contract.  The Contractor shall not solicit work from private citizens or others to be performed in the designated work area during the period of this contract.  

5.
REPORTING
A.
The Contractor shall submit a report to the Emergency Management staff by close of business each day of the term of the contract.  Each report shall contain, at a minimum, the following information:



Contractor’s Name



Contract Number



Daily and cumulative hours for each piece of equipment 



Daily and cumulative hours for personnel, by position 

6.
OTHER CONSIDERATION

A.
The Contractor shall supervise and direct the work, using qualified labor and proper statutory requirements to perform the work.  The Contractor shall obtain all permits necessary to complete the work.  The Contractor shall be responsible for determining what permits are necessary to perform under the Contract.  Copies of all permits shall be submitted to the County.

C.
The Contractor shall be responsible for taking corrective action in response to any notices of violations issued as a result of the Contractor’s or any such violations shall be at no additional cost of the County, or any other participating governmental entity.

D.
The Contractor shall be responsible for control of pedestrian and vehicular traffic in the work area. The Contractor must recognize and make himself aware of the fact that he will be working in a congested area at times. The Contractor shall provide all flag persons, signs, equipment, and other devices necessary to meet Federal, State, tribal, and local requirements to protect the public and shall be fully responsible for all safety measures of his operation.  Work shall be accomplished in a safe manner in accordance with EM 385-1-1.

7.
PAYMENT
A. 
The Contractor will be entitled to invoice for 60% of the mobilization and demobilization line item after all equipment is delivered to the designated work site.  The remaining 40% will be due after all equipment is removed from the work site and the contractor has submitted a proper invoice. The contractor’s bid price should include all overhead cost.

B.
Payment for work completed will be based on verified hours worked from the daily operational report.  Equipment down time resulting from equipment failure, routine maintenance and fueling that exceeds fifteen (15) minutes of a work hour will be considered unacceptable work and non-payment for one half of that hour and the number of work hours will be reduced to exclude the down time (the minimum reduction shall be one-half hour).

1.
TERM OF AGREEMENT
The County hereby contracts with the Contractor for this Standby Agreement to provide debris removal and hauling services specified herein upon the terms and conditions hereinafter stated for the period of one (1) year starting on the date of the signed agreement.  This agreement may be renewed for additional one (1) year periods, for a total contract period not to exceed five (5) years.  Any request for a price increase must be made at least sixty (60) days prior to the anniversary date of the contract, or sooner if so requested by the County.  Any request will be evaluated prior to exercising the option to extend.  The County will be the sole judge as to whether any price increase will be approved. 

Attention is called to the fact that the work set forth in this Agreement, if required, will be urgently needed by the County and that time is of the essence due to the involvement of FEMA and other factors.

II.
SCOPE OF SERVICES

Contractor shall provide debris clean-up, loading and hauling services from Catawba County as described in this Agreement in a professional and timely manner.

III.
NOTICE TO PROCEED

The successful contractor shall not commence any work under this contract until he has received a formal written Notice to Proceed from the Emergency Services Director.  The Contract shall commence performance within twenty-four (24) hours from the Notice to Proceed.  Failure to comply with this requirement shall give the County the right, but not the obligation, to carry out the Work, or any portion thereof, with its own forces, or with the forces of another vendor, and the Contractor shall be fully responsible and liable for the additional cost of the County or another Vendor performing such work.

The Contractor will not be issued a Notice to Proceed unless an actual emergency occurs and their services are required.  If a disaster occurs requiring activation of the contract, the Contractor will be notified of the situation and be given an estimated amount of debris for removal, and a time frame for completion of the contract.

Maximum allowable time will be thirty (30) days unless the County initiated additions or deletions to the Contract by written orders.  Subsequent changes in completion time will be equitable negotiated by both parties pursuant to applicable Sate and Federal law.

Contractor may obtain the appropriate Payment and Performance Bonds based on the estimated quantities.  After proper bonds have been received, a Notice to Proceed will be issued.

IV.
COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR

The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, and rules and regulations including but not limited to any laws, ordinances or regulations relating to FEMA.  The Contractor shall hold the County harmless and indemnify same in the event of non-compliance.

The contractor specifically agrees to conduct its business in accordance with all FEMA rules and regulations.  The Contractor shall comply with FEMA’s rules and regulation(s) requiring the Contractor to give first priority to utilizing resources in the Disaster Area, include but not limited to, procuring supplies and equipment, awarding subcontracts, and employing workmen.

The Contractor specifically warrants and represents that is not on any FEMA list of debarred contractors.

V.
WARRANTIES AND REPRESENTATIONS

The Contractor warrants and represents that it will use their best efforts to provide the above described services in a professional, efficient manner and that its employees are well qualified to provide the services required in this Agreement.

VI.
LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

The Contractor agrees that if the work, or any part thereof, is not completed within the time agreed upon in this solicitation or any extension thereof, the contractor shall be liable to the County of Catawba in the amount of $1,000.00 per day for each and every calendar day the completion of the work is delayed beyond the time provided in this solicitation, as fixed and agreed liquidated damages and not as a penalty, and the County of Catawba shall have the right to deduct from and retain out of monies which may be then due or which may become due  and payable to the contractor, the amount of the liquidated damages; and if the amount so retained by the County is insufficient to pay in full such liquidated damages. the Contractor shall pay to the County of Catawba the amount necessary to effect payment in full of such liquidated damages.

VII.
PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT BONDS


The following bonding requirements are added to this solicitation.

Contractor shall maintain a Bid Bond, or alternate security, in the amount of $250,000 bid bond required for less than 70 days upon signing of contract,  either cash, money order, certified check, and irrevocable letter of credit or submission of a Bid Bond completed and signed by all required parties is required.  This Bid Bond will remain in effect for a period of one (1) year from the effective date of the contract, renewable if and when this contract is renewed.  The Bid Bond shall terminate either when the contract is terminated, or when a Notice to Proceed is issued.

A Notice to Proceed issued under this contract will require delivery within one (1) business day of Performance and Payment Bonds in the specified amount therein.  The amount specified will be determined based upon the “best available information” estimate of the volume of debris, and the associated costs for removal and disposal operations.  The Contractor shall submit a request for payment for the premium cost of the Performance and Payment Bonds’ final penal sum amounts, with the final request for payment.

The premium for the bonds shall be expected  to be within normal range for costs of bonds of this type, and shall be fully detailed and justified by the successful contractor.  Any variance from such limits shall be at the sole discretion of Catawba County

At the completion of all work, the Performance Bonds shall be released and the CONTRACTOR shall obtain a new Bid Bond in the amount of $250,000 with five (5) business days, to be maintained and extinguished as provided above.

This language must be included in any Bid Bond submitted to the County and said Bond is subject to County approval:

(a)
If said Proposal shall be rejected, or in the alternate,

(b)
If said Proposal shall be accepted and the Principal shall execute and deliver a contract in the Form of Contract attached hereto (properly completed in accordance with said Proposal) and shall furnish a Bond for his/her faithful performance of said Contract, furnishing materials in connection therewith, and shall in all other respects perform the agreement created by the acceptance of said Proposal, then this obligation shall be void for the duration that the Performance Bond is in effect, and placed back into effect following completion of the work specified in a Notice to Proceed, when the Performance Bond becomes void, otherwise the same shall remain in force and effect; it being expressly understood and agreed that the liability of the Surety for any and all claims hereunder shall, in no event, exceed the penal amount of this obligation as herein stated.

The Surety, for value received, hereby stipulated and agrees that the obligations of said Surety and its Bond shall be in no way impaired or affected by any extension of the time within which the Owner may accept such Proposal; and said Surety does hereby waive notice of any such extension.

The successful contractor shall provide Performance and Payment Bonds in the following amounts no later than at the time of execution of the Contract.
The successful Offeror shall provide Performance and Payment Bonds, in a form satisfactory to the County, in the following amounts no later that at the time of Notice to Proceed:

Payment Bond – 100% of the total amount of the Contract (total amount will be based on the estimated amount of debris given when contract is activated.)

Performance Bond:  100% of the total amount of the Contract (total amount will be based on the estimated amount of debris given when contract is activated.)

The aforesaid Payment and Performance Bond must be issued by a corporate surety registered and authorized to do business in North Carolina and must be counter-signed by a licensed, authorized North Carolina agent.

The time to be covered by the Performance Bond shall commence on the date of execution of any contract resulting from this solicitation and terminate upon final payment to contractor by County

The time to be covered by the Payment Bond shall commence on the date of execution of any contract resulting from this solicitation and terminate twelve (12) months after the date of final acceptance of the work by the county.

The Payment Bond and Performance Bond may be submitted by facsimile transmittal preceding the execution of this contract; however, the original documents must be received within one (1) business day after receipt of the fax.

VIII.
PERMITS AND LICENSES

The successful contractor shall, without additional expense to the County of Catawba, be responsible for obtaining all necessary licenses and permits required by a municipality or the County of Catawba or any other authority having jurisdiction. 

Prior to execution of a contact the successful contractor will be required to provide a copy of its current applicable contractor’s license issued by the State of North Carolina or the County of Catawba including those subcontractors subject to licensing which may be required on the Submittal Form.

Contractor’s License Number, Person’s Name and Business Name must all be shown on all required licenses.

IX.
COMPENSATION AND PAYMENT TERMS

The Contractor agrees that no compensation shall be paid by the County unless a disaster occurs requiring the activation of this Contract through the issuance of a Notice To Proceed.

Contractor shall submit itemized monthly invoices for work in progress and equipment delivered on site to the address below.  All such invoices will be paid promptly, the Contractor will be entitled to invoice for 60% of the mobilization and demobilization line item after all equipment is delivered to the designated work site.  The remaining 40% will be due after all equipment is removed from the work site and the contractor has submitted a proper invoice.  The contractor’s bid price should include all overhead cost.  Any other invoices will be paid less ten percent (10%) retainage, by the County unless any items thereon are questioned, in which event payment will be withheld pending verification of the amount claimed and the validity of the claim.  Contractor shall provide complete cooperation during any such investigation.

Contractor shall be paid a final payment upon completion of the work which shall be paid upon final acceptance by the Emergency Services staff.

X.
STATE AND LOCAL TAXES

Except as otherwise provided, contract prices shall include all applicable state and local taxes.

Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the County for any loss, cost, or expense incurred by, levied upon or billed to the County as a result of Contractor’s failure to pay any tax of any type due in connection with this Agreement.

XI.
CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITIES

Contractor shall be responsible for any and all damages that occur during the performance of this contract.  Contractor shall take proper safety and health precautions to protect work, workers, public and property of others.

Contractor is responsible for all performed by a subcontractor and shall be responsible for all work performed until completion and acceptance of the entire contract.

XII.
INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

All work shall be subject to inspection by the County of Catawba and FEMA representatives at all reasonable times and places prior to acceptance.  

Contractor shall, without charge, correct any work found by the County of Catawba not to conform to the solicitation requirements, unless the County agrees to accept such work with an appropriate adjustment in contract price.

XIII.
SUSPENSION OF WORK

The County’s Emergency Services Director may order suspension of the work in whole or in part for such time as he deems necessary because of failure of the Contractor to comply with any of the requirements in this Agreement, and the Agreement’s completion date shall not be extended on account of any such suspension of work.  The Contractor shall not be entitled to any payment during the suspension of work period.

XIV.
INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor shall at all times during the term of this Agreement carry insurance as required.  A Notice to Process shall not be issued until all insurance certificate(s) and endorsement(s) have been received by the County within five (5) days after notice of award.  The County may contact the Contractor’s insurer(s) directly at any time regarding coverage, coverage amounts, or for any relevant information related to this Agreement.

XV.
ASSIGNMENTS OR SUBCONTRACTS

The Contractor shall not assign in whole or in part this Agreement without the prior written consent of the County of Catawba.  The Contractor shall not assign any money due or to become due to it under said contact without the prior written consent of the Owner.

No subcontracts shall be allowed without the prior written approval of the County.  Contractor shall remove or cause to have removed from the project any employee or employees who are considered unsatisfactory by the County.  Contractor will furnish a competent representative who is to kept available to represent the Contractor for the purpose of receiving notices, orders and instruction.

XVI.
OTHER CONTRACTS

The County of Catawba may undertake or award other contracts for additional work, and the successful contractor shall fully cooperate with such other contractors.  The successful contractor shall not commit or permit any act by its forces or subcontractors which will interfere with the performance of work by any other contractor.
