MULTI-YEAR SERVICE AGREEMENT
GEOTECHNICAL AND CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS TESTING SERVICES
INTRODUCTION

Orange Water and Sewer Authority (OWASA) is soliciting Statement of Qualifications from firms interested in entering a multi-year engineering services contract to provide geotechnical and materials testing services for various capital improvement projects. OWASA will select firm(s) with which to negotiate multi-year contract(s) using a qualifications based selection process.  
PROJECT DESCRIPTION

It is our intention to have firms contracted to provide services during various phases of Capital Improvement Program (CIP) projects. The majority of these projects involve the installation of new public water and sewer mains. Other projects may require work at other OWASA facilities, including pump stations, treatment plants and reservoirs, as the need arises. The majority of these projects will be designed and inspected by consulting engineers. Construction may be performed by either OWASA crews or private contractors. 
The testing services would generally include, but not limited to, subsurface soil investigation and classification, soil density, concrete, and asphalt quality and density testing. Testing will be required to verify that the work conforms to design criteria and with OWASA Standards and Specifications.
STATEMENT OF QUALIFICATIONS REQUIREMENTS 

Please provide the information as listed in the following format.  Supplemental information may also be included with your submittal. All materials must fit inside one three ring binder, not to exceed two inches in thickness.

Company Name - Provide the legal company name.

Office Location - Provide your company’s primary office mailing address and the address of the office designated to serve OWASA (if selected). List street addresses and mailing addresses for any other offices which would be used to provide services to OWASA. Indicate which address should be used for all future correspondence.

Principal Contact - Provide the name and daytime phone number of the company’s authorized representative to answer questions concerning the Statement of Qualifications.
4)
Nature of Business - Provide information describing the legal business entity, size, and organizational structure of the company and length of time providing the services requested.  Provide the year the firm was established and any former firm names.

Licenses - Provide a list of all professional licenses, certificates and accreditations which reflect the ability of your company to do business legally in North Carolina. 
6)
Company Staff - Provide a list and organizational chart of primary staff members who would be involved with OWASA projects.  Provide the staff members’ positions, specialties, education, training, certifications, and experience with the company.  Identify alternative staff members who would work on OWASA projects in the event that the primary staff members are unavailable. 
7)
Company Services - List all field testing and in-house laboratory testing capabilities of the primary facility described in item #2. Separately, list the capabilities of other facilities that may be used for testing services. List any specific field or laboratory tests which are commonly performed for your company by subcontractors.  Provide the subcontractors’ legal names and mailing addresses, and the length of time you have been working with the subcontractor.

Quality Control and Quality Assurance - Describe your procedures to assure quality, accuracy, and reliability of field and laboratory test results.

Reporting - Provide examples of actual field reports and test results from a project within the last three years.  Describe the internal quality control procedures prior to the distribution of reports to your clients.

Troubleshooting - Describe any unique services for troubleshooting that could be provided to OWASA, such as personnel having unique experience, professional credentials, or expertise.
11)
Project Experience - Provide a brief summary of project experience within the last three years, preferably with water or sewer projects, or projects in the Triangle area.  Describe your company’s role.  Provide examples from projects within the past three years of how your actions resulted in a time or cost savings to the client. Provide at least three references and contact information. Include project name, client’s project manager, and project design engineer.
